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The UK 2200-10 compact station is utilised in great numbers, provides the safety and quality
required for substations and is a space-saving solution for many tasks.

An integrated false floor simultaneously serves as a foundation, enabling subterranean laying of
cables .

The transformer chamber is designed as an oil drip basin and provides the required water pollution
control without an additional coating, thanks to the LD (liquid-tight) quality of the concrete.

The roof is designed as a separate roof slab with a slight sloop down to two sides. It is slid into
position and can be removed when changing equipment.

The station shell consists of high-strength reinforced concrete with a strength category of C35/45
and exposure classes XC4, XF1 and XAl complying with DIN 1045-2-EN 206.

Station equipment includes one double-leaf aluminium door and a ventilation element.
